Middle School Students

Students in grades 6-8 will be invited to attend a life-changing event where they will hear a
nationally prominent motivational speaker and will be asked to make personal and public
decisions to stay in school. They will have the opportunity to attend workshops on how to focus
on staying in school, how to improve their academic performance, how to develop more
nutritious eating habits and healthy living skills, and how to engage their counselors in planning
for an academically successful experience in high school. They will also have the opportunity
to visit with recruiters representing vocational and technical schools, community colleges, and
4-year academic institutions in the immediate vicinity. This will serve to ensure that middle
school students begin to envision and understand the process of transitioning into high school.

High School Students

Similarly, high school students will hear nationally prominent motivational speakers, and attend
workshops on what they need to know about post-secondary education or training, nutrition and
healthy living, and financial aid/literacy. They too will also have the opportunity to visit with
recruiters representing vocational and technical schools, community colleges, and 4-year
academic institutions in the immediate vicinity and branches of the military. Students will also
receive a CD containing a list of scholarships available to all students whether they are citizens,
legal residents, or undocumented. This will serve to ensure that high school students begin to
envision and understand the process for transitioning into the post-secondary education or
training program of their choice.

College Students

College students will also hear two nationally prominent motivational speakers and one speaker
representing government, corporate America, or academia. They will attend workshops on the
availability of career jobs, graduate school opportunities, leadership development, financial
literacy, coalition building on their campus, nutrition and healthy living, and civic participation.
Community college students will also receive assistance in transitioning into 4-year degree
programs. Team building and networking exercises will also be offered. This will serve to
ensure that college students acquire the leadership skills needed to lead their respective
organizations, have a better grasp of the opportunities for careers and internships available to
them, and become more engaged in promoting civic participation.

Parents

Wherever possible, parent leadership training will be provided on how to prepare children 0-3
years of age to learn, how to help children develop good study habits, how to monitor student
progress, how to help children transition successfully from middle school to high school and
then to college, how to provide leadership to the entire family during adolescence, and how to
help prepare children for post-secondary education or training.
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
